Use more musical dimensions
vocabulary to describe music—
duration, timbre, pitch,
dynamics, tempo, texture,
structure, rhythm, metre, riff,
ostinato, melody, harmony.
Identify orchestral family
timbres.

Use a range of words to
describe music (eg. duration,
timbre, pitch, dynamics,
tempo, texture, structure, beat,
rhythm, metre, silence, riff,
ostinato, melody, harmony,
chord, flat, sharp, dotted
rhythm, staccato, legato,
crescendo, diminuendo).

Use these words to identify
strengths and weaknesses in
own and others’ music.

Key skill:

e Show control, phrasing and
expression in singing.

e Hold partinaround
(pitch/structure).

e Performin solo and
ensemble contexts using a
variety of techniques,
confidently, expressively
and in tune.

e Improvise on own with
increasing aural memory.

Compose and perform
melodies using four or five
notes.

Use a variety of different
musical devices including
melody, rhythms and
chords.
